How do I join the Network?

Run over several weeks, it is designed as a “taster” of the many topics that can be addressed when looking at the care of children with a learning and or physical disability or health care needs. The sessions are friendly and informal.  You will not be required to take notes or be tested. Following successful completion of the preparation course if you wish to join the Network you will need to undertake an ‘Initial assessment’ with the Network Coordinator. 

How long is the preparation course?

The preparation course runs over six consecutive Monday evenings and one Saturday

The Monday evening sessions are run from 7:30pm – 9:30pm.  
The Saturday session is from 9.30am – 3.30pm.
