Childcare Act 2006: Future Approach to fees and subsidies – consultation
On 21 November 2007 the DCSF launched their consultation into a proposed new fees structure for the Early Years Register (EYR) and Ofsted Childcare Register (OCR). “NCMA is concerned that the new fees represent a significant new burden for childminders. An increase of 400% for the EYR over three years and 686% for the OCT over one year will come as a significant shock to childminders. NCMA will respond to the consultation in full before the 20th February. Due to the importance of this consultation, we would urge all childminders to respond as well’
