Ideas for Themes for the coming Weeks

Themes for the coming weeks. This will hopefully provide you with ideas for events, festivals and occasions that you might like to plan activities around with your minded children. We have received emails asking about themed planning and how this fits with EYFS and planning for the individual needs of the children. The themes are used as a simple framework for planning activities, the abilities, interests and needs of the individual child are then used to plan specific activities within the theme.
Fireworks Night 5th November A great opportunity for crafts, making fireworks out of kitchen roll tubes and paintings and pictures using bright colours on black paper. Also an opportunity to include safety issues about the dangers of fire etc.
Remembrance Sunday 11th November Make poppies with the children. Discuss with families how you are going to talk about this with the children as some parents may have personal views on discussing death and war with their children.

Road safety week 10 - 16 November 2008 Make road scenes on pieces of card. Roll out some wallpaper and make a zebra crossing for the children’s bikes or push alongs. Draw a map of the local area and get the children to plan safe routes to all their favourite places. Take out the camera and get the children to photograph all the road safety signs, traffic lights etc that they can find.
National anti-bullying week 17- 21 November 2008 Encourage the children to talk about how they feel when someone is not very nice to them. Borrow books on bullying from the library and all decide on something nice we can do to help each other.
